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The Margaret 0. Bynum Scholarship Fund is established to provide financial assistance to teachers or prospective teachers of gifted children.  Recipients are expected to provide service(s) to gifted students in Georgia for one school year after receiving the scholarship.  Scholarships are available to teachers who are:

(a) Seeking an endorsement and/or a degree in gifted education;

(b) Participating in professional development institutes related to gifted education

(e.g., Confratute, Davidson Institute, etc.)

(c) Certified in gifted education and who are adding leadership certification.

The fund is supported by contributions and earned interest on the principle.  The amount of the scholarship(s) granted to applicants will depend on the amount of funds available, the number of applicants, and the need(s) of the applicants.  The scholarship funds will be awarded to scholarship recipients at the end of the quarter/semester after receipt of course grades.  In order to receive the funds, recipients must earn a grade of “B” or better.  If the recipient provides services to gifted students in Georgia for one school year, the funds will be considered a grant.  If the recipient does not provide such services, a letter of explanation must be provided to the Bynum Scholarship Committee and the funds are subject to repayment in full, without interest, within one calendar year of receipt of funds. 

Only completed applications will be considered.  Applications are to be made prior to each quarter/semester.  The deadlines for application are as follows:

April 1
Application deadline for Summer Quarter

July 1
Application deadline for Fall Quarter/First Semester

November 1
Application deadline for Winter Quarter/Second Semester

February 1
Application deadline for Spring Quarter

Teachers interested in making application for funds from the Bynum Scholarship must submit the following:

1. A copy of the completed application;

2. A letter to the Awards Committee explaining a) the applicant’s interest in gifted children, and b) how his/her experience has contributed to that interest;

3. A college/university transcript of the applicant’s coursework, and

4. Two letters of recommendations mailed directly to the address below.  These letters should consist of one from the applicant’s immediate supervisor supporting the need for the gifted education training and one from someone who knows the applicant’s professional skills.
